Information about the KTC Arts Development stall at the Farmers Market 2009
The stall has been established to provide opportunity for people living locally (30 miles radius of Keynsham) working in the creative industries. In particular, to support local Designer/Makers, Artists and Artisans who produce their own work and have few other outlets for it. It is managed by the Farmers Market and KTC Arts Development. In addition to supporting local creatives the aim is to offer quality and diversity to our visitors and strict selection criteria exist to maintain this.

· Market Dates July 11th,Aug 8th,September 12th,October 10th,November 14th,December 12th
· Held on the 2nd Saturday of the Month, outside on the High Street by the Clocktower

· Stall fees £10 with one artist on the pitch. £ 5 per artists with 2 artists on the pitch
· Times-Set up time 8am-9am Market Opening Times9am-1pm

Arts Stall Terms and Conditions:

Trading

· You may only trade in products, which have been made by yourself.

· Your stall should be attractively presented and promote a professional ethos.

· You are required to provide your own tables and exhibiting equipment.

· Trading will be from 9am until 1pm and you should arrive in plenty of time to set up.

· Should you be delayed, we will hold your space until 9:30 am 

· You are responsible for taking payment for your goods, and manning your stall. KTC Arts Development and Keynsham Farmers Market cannot be responsible for any damage or losses you incur.

· The stalls are covered for public liability but anything that happens between you, a third party and you products is not. You must be covered by public liability insurance at each market you trade at. It is your responsibility to maintain this and no liability will be accepted by KTC Arts Development and Keynsham Farmers Market

· Products must be priced to reflect the quality and skill required to create them and not to deliberately undercut other traders.

Payments

· Payment for each market must be received by the 1st of the month you are booked to trade. i.e. a stall on the 8th  Saturday of August must be paid for by 1st August. 

· Unfortunately, once you have paid we will only be able to refund your rent if we can find somebody else to take your space.

· Please give the Arts Development Worker at least 1 weeks notice if you need to cancel a booking or you will be liable for the pitch fee. We will not fill spaces with any trader not already on our trader list so please do not offer your space to a friend.

· We cannot refund due to poor weather on the day, or if you where unable to sell your products.

Market Coordination

· Selection is at the discretion of the Arts Development Worker and the Market Coordinator who reserves the right to draw on previous unrelated experience or knowledge of a trader or undisclosed information when considering applications.
· The Market Coordinator will attempt to fill your cancelled spaces via the existing waiting list  depending on the urgency but does not guarantee that a replacement will be found.

· The Market Coordinator reserves the right to act for the benefit of the market as a whole before the benefit of individual traders and decisions are final.
