1. Welcome and Apologies

2. Update on:

i) 
number of responses to date – 678

geographical spread – 53% East and 47% North and South
iii)
lack of responses from young people - an email from Dan Crouch was read out and thanks were given to him for the time and effort he had put into the email. The suggestions were as follows:
1.
Contact a representative from each of the sporting/uniformed groups and ask for their help with getting young people involved.  This may or may not be successful. Peter to contact Ian Carter (Scouts).

2.
Perhaps Ken Millwood would be prepared to speak to Mark and Jane who run the Elim youth sessions and see if they would be prepared to support this and get their young people to complete the questionnaire. Peter to speak to Peter Morgan and Gill and Roy to speak to Ken Millwood.

I would suggest that perhaps this issue could also be flagged up at the 'Keynsham Town Council Young People’s Liaison Group meeting' on Thursday December 9th where often youth groups/community groups are represented. Done.

4.
Timeout needs to be more involved.  For example, could we ask Mark if they could have questionnaires available at Victorian Evening in the centre?  They are in contact with at least the same number of young people I am and they are different young people.  The enquiry regarding Victorian evening would need to be done today or tomorrow. Done.

 Approach the primary schools and ask if their year 6's could complete the questionnaire - many of them will be aged 11 already (or in the next 6-8 months) and they are going to be the teenagers of the next few years - this may also be more manageable than a secondary school in terms of workload?  I could certainly get them into St John's School which would bring in another 25 or so.

Consider the next stage - analysis and developing the new Town Plan itself
Tony is using a programme to analysis the responses. Tony is licensed to do this but it cannot be used by anyone else. Thousands of pounds have been saved by being able to do it via Tony which is a fabulous contribution and thanks were given to Tony.
Checks, balances and auditing were mentioned which was then discussed in detail, everyone agreed that presently they were happy with the situation and for it to be revisited at a later date.

It was mentioned that the Keynsham Town Plan is now on display at the Guildhall in Bath along with all the others.

It was agreed that Tony would email Jo the figures for the questionnaire received at the beginning of every week and then Jo would distribute to everyone with any further messages.

Towards the end of the meeting the topic of contacting schools came up again and it was agreed that primary schools would not be directly approached as mentioned previously in these minutes and that instead Jez would produce an A5 flyer reminder for primary schools. Jez to send to Jo and Jo/Sara to organise the printing of the flyer.
