‘Can we confirm with English Heritage that Dapps Hill's conservation area status is under threat and whether indeed the bridge (Grade II listed) is in urgent need of repair and B&NES have been promising this for several years’

Councillor C Gerrish reported that he had personally inspected the site at Dapps Hill, Cooks Steel Mill Bridge, twin arch structure. The arch bridge is in a good condition with the exception of general maintenance as outlined in the December 2005 Diving Inspection Report. However this outstanding work, on the structure, will be carried out in the next financial year 2011/2012.
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The road surface and cobbled area adjacent to the parapet railings is in need of updating and he will pass on his finding to our Highway Maintenance Section. It was also reported that Dapps Hill conservation area status is not under threat.

KEYNSHAM MUSIC FESTIVAL ASSOCIATION

Ric Davison, Chairman of the Music Festival Association, spoke in detail about the history of the festival and how the present situation had arisen due to concerns over liability of those involved with the festival. 


Ric Davison left the meeting and Councillors discussed this item in great detail considering the implications of the proposal. It was generally felt that it appeared to be a positive solution which offered transparency and clarity especially with regards to the finances although others were concerned about the complications of it and that it seemed no different than the way the Music Festival is presently run.
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A vote was taken, there were 7 in favour, 4 against and 2 abstentions.

TIMEOUT – UPDATE


The Town Clerk gave an update on the meeting that had taken place with Malcolm Hanney and Paula Bromley.
· £35K has become available, details of the terms and how the Town Council are accountable to it is to be confirmed.

· Verbally, a 1 year indemnity guarantee on redundancy has been agreed. As the Town Council requested a 3 year indemnity this is being looked at again.

· Pension – the employees transferring are to have their pension funds fully paid up (no deficit) before transferring. To be confirmed.

The Town Clerk mentioned that it was hopeful to have all the outstanding issues and concerns confirmed in draft form before the 31 March 2011. The two risk areas the Town Council need to be aware of is the indemnity period and the lease issue that B&NES Council has with their landlord.
