Councillor T Crouch declared an interest on item 20 on the Agenda due to a family member’s involvement.

CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES

It was requested that minute no. 254 read as follows:

Both options were discussed and questions were asked regarding the numbers of hours needed for a Youth Worker.

Councillor T Crouch proposed that option 1 be approved but with the Youth Workers hours being 30 instead of 37 hours. This was seconded by Councillor A Wait. The vote was 10 in favour, 3 against and 1 abstention.

Councillor T Crouch then proposed that the Youth Workers hours should be 30 and the Youth Support worker should be 7 hours with 3 assistants at 7 hours each. This was seconded by Councillor A Wait. The vote was 10 in favour, 3 against and 1 abstention.

RESOLVED:

That the Youth Workers hours should be 30.
All agreed.

The Chairman asked if Members were in agreement to move agenda item 8 to this point on the agenda. All agreed.

SPEAKER – WELLSWAY SPORTS DEVELOPMENT CENTRE

A detailed and lengthy presentation was given by Andrea Arlidge, Headteacher of Wellsway School, Chris Dadds from Boyes Rees and Greg Hill from Baker Associates Planning.
In 2007 Wellsway became a sports specialist school. The school received £100,000 to promote sports. The existing indoor sporting facilities are in a poor state and are very limited. Better facilities are required for the curriculum and presently other facilities around Keynsham have to be used. Most schools across the country have a sports hall. 

The proposed sports development will not be replacing present facilities in Keynsham such as the Leisure Centre.
The various locations within the school grounds were spoken about, all the disadvantages and advantages were considered on all the proposed locations and location one has been chosen.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There were 16 members of the public present. They expressed their concerns mainly regarding the location of the proposal due to the height and size of the proposed sports hall. Other concerns were:

i) Increase in traffic, parking and noise on site
ii) Access issues

iii) Lack of consultation for all residents in proximity to the school

iv) Commercial aspect – hiring of the hall between the hours of 8 am and 10 pm

v) The speed in which the application is being dealt with.
Councillors then asked questions and expressed their concerns.


All the members of the public left and Standing Orders were resumed.

SPEAKER – KEYNSHAM POLICE
Inspector Tim Stukes gave a presentation on the changes to Keynsham Police Station. Handouts were issued detailing the changes. A review had been undertaken on the way business is done, many of the front offices at Police Stations are not well used and this applies to Keynsham. Emails and telephone calls are the preferred way that members of the public wish to communicate and therefore the changes are being made to meet the real needs of those wanting the police.
Keynsham front office will move to an appointment system in June 2011 and it was hoped that a site could be found for a Police Customer/public contact point preferably on the High Street.

SCHEDULE OF ACCOUNTS – MONTH 9 (December 2010)
The following questions were asked:
4022 – Office equipment – I can’t find the entry for £110 in the schedule of accounts. Can you advise where this is to be found? 

This is not showing on the schedule of accounts as it was dealt with the previous month, (November), it was for the purchase of the new digital camera but instead of it being coded under 4022 office equipment it was coded under 4402 Cemetery General Maintenance, so a journal had to be done.
4104 – Victorian Evening Can you explain why the accounts show payments of £4861 but the schedule of accounts shows approx £2900 and likewise the income shows £2201 whereas the bank reconciliation shows £236.62?

A journal was done - £2000 received from Tesco’s went in as expenditure instead of income, this was noticed and has already been corrected. 

Correct amounts for Victorian Evening (December) – income (1055) - £2201.38 and 

expenditure (4104) - £2861.

BANK RECONCILIATION – MONTH 9 (December 2010)
The following question was asked:
Can you confirm the £2 bank error is in respect of the Cemetery as that is the difference between the reconciliation and the income & expenditure account.

Yes, this is in respect of the Cemetery, it was a bank error; we paid in £2 more than they credited the account with. 
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Why does interest show £39.55 received but the income & expenditure show -£17?

This has been entered incorrectly and will be amended for next month.

I cannot see where the £236.62 for the Victorian Evening, the £171.95 for the visage arts, the £82 for business mobiles and the £450 for Time Out are shown in the income & expenditure accounts. Can you explain and provide an explanation about the business mobiles.

A question regarding the mobile phones was asked in November and this was explained and minuted at the November meeting – the mobile phone deal includes a promotional refund of £41 each month.

£201.38 was credited to 1055 (Victorian Evening) and £35.24 credited to VAT = £236.62.
£171.85 + £450.00 should have been credited to 1048 (Art Development) (no VAT), however the £171.85 was input as expenditure and not as income, this will be amended. 

£82.00 business mobiles was credited to 4508 (Rec Grounds Maintenance).

BUDGET MONITORING REPORT – MONTH 9 (December 2010) 

The following questions were asked:

4001 – Town Clerk salary – Why does this show an increase of £4103 on last year’s budget?   

The previous budget figure of £46237 was set too low; even this year’s probable expenditure is going to be closer to £50K. It is always difficult to budget for wages as it is unknown what wage increase (if any) there are going to be, plus changes to NI contributions and pensions etc. The Town Clerk is at the bottom of the pay scale and therefore there will be an increase next year so the increase of approximately £2K on probable expenditure against 2011/12 budget is more accurate.

RESOLVED:

TOWN COUNCIL BUDGET 2011-12
Budget figures

Councillor G Hellier proposed that the budget amounts for the Town Plan, Recruitment and Youth Fest be increased by £500 each and that the budget amount for the election costs be decreased by the same (£1500). This was seconded by Councillor A Wait. The vote was 5 in favour and 8 abstentions.
Councillor G Hellier also proposed that the Music Festival budget remain the same but instead all overtime paid for the Music Festival to be charged to them. It was 
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agreed that this wasn’t to be discussed as part of the budget but could be brought up at the next Town Council meeting.
RESOLVED: 

(i) That the budget for 4080 (Elections) be reduced by £1500;
(ii) That the budget for 4095 (Town Plan) be increased by £500;
(iii) That the budget for 4010 (Recruitment) be increased by £500;
(iv) That the budget for 4111 (Youth Fest) be increased by £500
RESOLVED:

That the budget for 2011/2012 be agreed with the above changes.

A discussion then took place regarding the earmarked and general reserves. The Town Clerk read out what was currently in earmarked reserves and reported that there would not be many changes to 2011/12 earmarked reserves.

Precept figure
Councillor K Kirwan proposed the increase of 1% to the precept (version 1). This was not seconded.
Councillor G Hellier proposed the increase of 2% to the precept (version 2); this was seconded by Councillor C Davis.

Councillor A Wait then proposed a 3% increase on the precept. 

A vote was taken on Councillor G Helliers proposed 2% increase (version 2). The vote was 7 in favour, 6 against.

RESOLVED:

That the 2011/2012 precept be increased by 2%.
