SEEKING YOUNG PEOPLES OPINIONS
The six young people who had attended were asked if there was anything they would like to bring up with the Town Council or did they have any issues or concerns. There were none. 
6.
YOUTH WORK PROGRAMMES AND PROJECTS
Mark handed out his report (copy attached to the Minute Book) and went through it. Mark is presently working on a summer plan; he is working alongside Jules (Arts Development Worker) on an event which is being planned for either 21st or 22nd August at the Bandstand. The event is to have three bands that were at the Music Festival and hopefully a mobile cinema which will show the film of the multi wheel event day that has been created by ‘Suited and Booted’. 
Mark hopes to close ‘Time Out’ for just one week in the holidays. Presently there are five sessions. Detached youth workers are doing Tuesdays and Saturdays although Saturdays are not that popular so this may change. It was mentioned that a detached worker in Keynsham South would be welcomed, especially in the area where the shops are.
Dan spoke about the project to purchase the Old Rectory building. A third of the money has been raised. The next funds raiser is on Saturday – a car wash. He gave thanks to Keynsham Town Council for their £5000 contribution. Base Café has been put on the back burner for 6 months. 

It was mentioned at a PACT meeting that concerns were being expressed by some residents over the numbers of young people using the skateboard park at peak times and that these volumes of users could possibly cause health and safety issues.

CELEBRATION OF KEYSHAM YOUTH
An extended/wider version of the event that opened the new multi wheel facility was the vision. It was agreed that the best way forward was to have a sub-working party of this group. The suggested members of that working party would be:
Deputy Town Clerk, Councillors R Staddon, G Hellier, T Crouch, Mark Willcox, Dan Crouch, Marie (Abrasive) and Jen Pegram (Vinvolved). 
A first meeting of this working party to be arranged for mid September.
