B&NES ARTS DEVELOPMENT
Ann reported that £4000 to support Keynsham Town Council’s arts development had been put forward as the figure for the draft B&NES arts budget and that she would confirm with Jo by the end of January 2011 that this is the figure going forward to the Council for consideration when they set their budget in February 2011.

ARTS DEVELOPMENT WORKER – UPDATE

Confirmation was requested that the steering group and partners mentioned in the report are one and the same, this was confirmed.
Jules reported that the Cadburys fund was allocated to the first phase of a ‘Recipes for Life’ project to be run at Time Out and that Keynsham Town Council would be funding the second half of this project.

Time Out and St.John’s Youth Club working together on future projects was briefly discussed.

It was agreed that the plans for future bandstand activities looked good and there was a query regarding chairs for the bandstand.  Dawn reported that they were in the process of obtaining quotes for the construction of a storage shed to the rear of the bandstand.

Jules reported that she was talking with various artists to raise the profile of dance and visual arts in Keynsham.  Also, that she had been liaising with Bryony of Wellsway School and Denise Harris of Broadlands School to create links in respect of art activities within the local schools.
It was reported that Tesco had given £25.00 towards cake making ingredients for a Time Out project and have asked if they can help with the production of the recipe book.

NEW ARTS DEVELOPMENT PLAN 2011-2014
Jules reported that she was trying to move away from setting up projects to more of a role wherein she supported artists to set up and run their own projects.

There were some queries over the wording in the development plan and it was agreed that ‘The Arts Plan believes that the arts should touch everyone’s lives and be a part of work, leisure, education and environment’ should be amended to ‘The Working Party reflects the belief that arts should touch everyone’s lives and be a part of work, leisure, education and environment’.  Also, that ‘The Arts Plan values the arts and the benefits which they bring to the social, economic and environmental life of Keynsham’ be amended to ‘The Arts Plan demonstrates the arts and the benefits which they bring to the social, economic and environmental life of Keynsham’.

It was agreed that the Time Scale Plan in respect of the prioritising of the Arts Development Worker’s Hours was set out well.  The 15% of time spent on project development and project management was discussed.  Jules said that the time spent on project management and report writing was invaluable as this aided her in evaluating the projects under taken and ensuring that she does not over commit her time.
Jules said that she would be adding pictures to the Keynsham Arts Plan 2011 – 2014 and the document would then be put forward for agreement at the next meeting
