BANK RECONCILIATION – MONTH 6 (September 11)

The following questions were asked:

The £1500 cheque out of date for the Bandstand has been shown as going to income code 1040, however the income & expenditure account shows as being posted to 4920 Bandstand Capital Project. Which is correct? I assume it should go to 1040 following the rule that income should not go as a negative to an expenditure budget heading.
Where is the lost cheque for the B&NES Equality Council been posted? It is shown as 1040 miscellaneous income code but is not included under that code in the income & expenditure accounts.   
Both of these were cancelled cheques, they don’t go into anywhere as such. They are debited against the expenditure code they go out of. They didn’t go into income code 1040 as stated on the Bank Reconciliation, this was an error on the Bank Reconciliation only not on Omega.
The lost cheque for B&NES Equality Council was questioned further as it was felt that this had gone out of the accounts twice, the Town Clerk confirmed that this was not the case and would show up on next month’s budget monitoring report.

REQUEST FOR FUNDING – THE COMMUNITY BUS
The general feeling was that the Town Council still wanted to support the Community Bus. Concerns were raised that there must be no conflict with the work that they do and the work of the Town Council’s Youth Worker, it was suggested that there maybe a possibility of some partnership working.

It was mentioned again that the Town Council do not want this land to be developed and are interested in protecting this land as the Town Council have a seat on it. The Town Council have no proposal as such, other than to keep it as an open space.
Councillor T Crouch proposed that the response to B&NES Council be that if they are intent on selling the land that the Town Council would like first refusal. Councillor R Staddon seconded this. A vote was taken, there were 11 in favour and 1 absention.
