The following questions were asked:


Debit of £12.50 – Do we always pay for lost cheques or is this cost passed on?

It is good practise to cancel a cheque if you have to issue a duplicate; unfortunately this cost is not passed on.

CN 467 – Has this damage been reported on previous damage & vandalism reports as it does not appear on this one?

It was on the report that went to the February Town Council meeting.

CN 470 – Error in coding should be 4402. Correct, the digit 4 was missing on the schedule of accounts, however it wasn’t entered incorrectly into the accounts. 

CN 2012 – Why does this not appear against code 4090 in the income & expenditure report? 
£250 was coded to (1058) Business Link and £1650 was coded to (4920) for Bandstand Capital Project as it has been discussed previously that legal costs for the bandstand should come out of the Capital project budget, not coded to 4090 as stated on the schedule of accounts.

CN 2025 – Can you confirm this was in respect of fire damage caused some time ago please? Yes it was.

The following question was asked:

30.3.11 - £108 (voucher 90) – How did the door get damaged and why was it paid for in cash?  

The Senior Groundsman hit a tree branch at Upper Memorial Park causing damage to the door of the white van. It was possible to purchase a second hand door but the company would only take cash or debit card. The debit card is kept in the office; it is not good practise to give to staff to take out of the office and use. 

Further questions were asked about the debit card, who had access to it etc. Some members felt it was sensible not to let the card leave the office whilst others felt that paying for items in cash was not good practice. The Town Clerk explained that petty cash was rarely used to pay for larger items and had a new door being purchased from a company such as Ford it would have cost considerably more money.
