Therefore, I wonder if you would be prepared, in your position as Chair of the Town Council, to write a sentence or two about why the project is a good idea for the young people of theTown?

The group had reported that parking restriction notices had been displayed on lamp posts in that area. It was mentioned, and has been previously mentioned, that notifications regarding parking restrictions are not being notified to the Town Council as they used to be. Councillor Gerrish informed the Town Council that they were being published/notified in the normal way, which was on lamp posts and in the press.

Councillor C Gerrish explained the B&NES Council were presently undertaking an exercise regarding land that is surplus to requirements hence the notification. Concerns were expressed with regards to overdevelopment and it was felt that open spaces should be protected.

APPLICATION FOR STREET TRADING CONSENT
It was reported that this had been discussed at a recent traders meeting. It was felt that the application was unfair especially as the proposed site was opposite a flower shop and that street traders have no overheads, which is unfair competition. Concerns were also expressed regarding the location as the proposed location is not on land owned by the church so it implies that the location will be on the pavement.
As the Town Council are not getting notifications of these applications direct it was agreed that the Town Clerk contact the relevant department to request notifications for all street trading consents.

Councillor T Crouch proposed that the Town Council object to the application on the grounds mentioned above. Councillor A Wait seconded this. The vote was unanimous.

SCHEDULE OF ACCOUNTS – MONTH - 10 (January 2011)

The following questions were asked:

DD 190111 – Multi sports telephone – Will we still need this now Tony has taken over the bookings? Seems quite a lot of money for what I would have thought was little usage. 

The Park Café hasn’t yet taken over the multi sports. This bill was for the office and multi sports, this wasn’t detailed correctly on the schedule of accounts to show this.
DD 200111 – Electricity for Christmas Lights and Chapel – are these estimated or actual readings? 

These are both estimated bills.

DD 260111 – Insurance – What is the rest of the year no claims bonus assuming that we get it? 

This is the amount we will be paying from now; it is a reduction of £35 each month due to a no claims bonus.

Debit 140111 – Stopped cheque has no code against it so where has it gone? I cannot reconcile the expenditure on the Victorian Evening code 4101 or the income. Can you explain, please. 

The stopped cheque – this was a bank charge as this is the cost of stopping a cheque. The code 4096 (miscellaneous expenditure) was missing from the schedule of accounts.

Attached is the most recent copy of the VE accounts, they are up-to-date (7th February) so will not agree exactly with the month 10 accounts but they have been reconciled and are correct.

CN 443 – Andy has asked for details of the costing – I assume he is talking about the Harlem unit rather than the burst pipe. 

The cost of the Harlem unit was for nuts, bolts and the buffalo board.

CN 1969 – What happened to the toilet in the Cemetery? 
The stopcock broke due to wear and tear; the toilet is over 30 years old.

CN 1985 – When was it agreed to the £400 being spent as the code is over budget. I believe this is part of the Arts Development Workers money to spend and we don’t agree every £. 
Can you confirm that there was a carry over from last year?

This wasn’t a true expenditure because the Arts Development Worker was credited with this amount by B&NES Council towards the project. The money came in and then it was paid out. Yes £1600 was carried over from last year.

4650 – Mowing/marking out pitches – Why will the budget be significantly over. It doesn’t seem as bad as others. Can you explain? 

The tractor at Manor Road is serviced every other year which was due in this financial year but appears not to have been budgeted for. It was done on 29th July and cost £1408.32, hence why the overspend on this budget code.

1045  – Manor Road – Are we expecting to reach the budget? 
There will be more payments to add but we are not expecting to reach the budget. This is due to losing some teams who opted out at the last minute. Football at Manor Road is presently under a review by the Town Clerk who is looking to lower the costs next year and also hopes to get more teams to play.

TIMEOUT – UPDATE


Councillor K Kirwan proposed that the decision be deferred to next week when a special meeting should be called. This was seconded by Councillor C Fricker. The vote was 5 in favour and 8 against.


Councillor T Crouch proposed the following:  This was seconded by Councillor C Davis:

1. The Town Council accepts that TUPE applies and therefore appoint the present two staff in question on 37 hours and 7 hours respectively.
2. That the Town Council attempts to get a meeting with cabinet member for Resources (Malcolm Hanney) as soon as possible to ask for £10K to cover the extra staffing costs for 2011/12 as B&NES Council are saving £8.8K in redundancy costs.
3. That the Town Council obtains in writing (letter) from Tony Parker of B&NES Council confirmation of a 3 year lease, redundancy cover for 3 years (indemnity) and that they cover child protection issues.

4. When advice is received from Ellis Whittham a meeting is arranged with the main existing TimeOut staff and union representatives as required under TUPE regulations.

5. That the Town Council arranges to appoint 2 detached workers on permanent contracts following advice from Ellis Whittham.

The vote was 9 in favour, 3 against and 1 abstention.
