Ann Cullis asked if the Keynsham Arts Plan 2011-14 had been approved as recommended to the Town Council. Jo said she couldn’t remember and would look into this.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

It was agreed to keep the 6 Town Councillors elected to the Arts Working Party and not change to 3 as the membership of the Working Party states.

An amendment needs to be made in the Terms of Reference – ‘nesa’ to be changed to ‘Creativity Works’.

At this point it was requested to move item 5 towards the end of the meeting, all agreed.

5.
B&NES - ARTS DEVELOPMENT WORKER 
Ann spoke about the new administration within B&NES Council. Councillor Cherry Beath is now responsible for Arts and her portfolio is thought to be Sustainable Development, which includes arts, events, festivals and more. Councillor David Dixon is also involved in the Arts and his portfolio is Community Developments and includes sport and heritage.
All the funding that has been agreed is now available to view on the B&NES Council website.

It was mentioned that Santander (not connected to the bank) have funding available.

There is a contract with Bath Festivals to see where, what and how more activities can take place outside of Bath but within the Bath & North East Somerset area.

CULTURAL OLYMPIAD – UPDATE
This is a programme surrounding the sports Olympics and is about what can be done locally. B&NES Council are in the process of employing a co-ordinator for the project and it is to be launched in September when it will go live. The project will be run across the Bath & North East Somerset area. The theme is quest, journey and challenge which can include trying new experiences, trying something new and experiencing travel. There is to be a website to record what has been done as anyone can take part and just to it. There will be some micro grants (£500) that small groups can apply for but it has to be about inspiring, young people and reaching out to the world. There will be 2 monthly deadlines and details are on the B&NES Council website.

8.
SUGGESTIONS/IDEAS FOR FUTURE ARTS PROJECTS/WORK


It was suggested that a celebration of the Queens Jubilee for next year should be organised. Councillor G Hellier said she was going to bring this up at the Town Council meeting in July. Jo said that the office did not have the resources to put on any more events, even a ‘one off’ event, however partnership working was a possibility and Jules said she may be able to get involved in this way. Another suggestion was that the Town Council employed someone just to put on this one event. 

It was agreed to discuss this item further at the next Arts Working Party meeting.

2012/13 BUDGET FOR YOUTH ARTS
Jules mentioned that she felt her budget was restrictive as she only got £1000.00 and was unable to widen her work within Keynsham and with other groups. Jo spoke about the budget and explained that £3,000 for Youth Arts was given to Creativity Works for 2011/12 but now that Keynsham Town Council were responsible for the youth in Keynsham it made sense to look at budgeting in a different way for 2012/13. Jo suggested that the Arts Development budget be increased so that Jules could increase and expand her work in Keynsham however no more youth work as lots was being done in that area already as in Jules report. Creativity Works should not be excluded for funding but maybe the Town Council could support specific projects that they may be involved in, in Keynsham. All agreed in principle to the suggestion.
It was agreed to discuss this further at the next Arts Working Party meeting.
10.
CREATIVITY WORKS - CURRENT ACTIVITIES IN KEYNSHAM
Philippa reported on behalf of Lesley and spoke in detail about a successful digital media project that involved young people and ‘suited and booted’. The project involved young people building and designing an app, the launch was at the Youth Fest.
