CONFIRMATION OF THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

UPDATE ON B&NES ARTS DEVELOPMENT

Ann reported that the funding for 2010/11 is not likely to change much although this 
cannot be confirmed until after the budget is approved.


2011/14 - All present had been at the meeting last week when Ann and her colleague 
explained the impact of budget cuts on the service. The severity of the cuts is not yet 
known. KTC’s money for arts development is not a grant but an allocation and Ann 
would like to protect this if at all possible. The Music Festival is also likely to be 
affected as well.


Cultural Olympiad – Ann explained about this. This is linked with the 2012 Olympics 
and it is intended to assist with young people (under 24), create a legacy and 
connect with the world (partnerships). Each region has a co-ordinator and for the 
South West this is Richard Crowe (Ann will pass his contact details to Jules). The 
theme is Quest (either a journey/ finding things/personal challenge) and there is a 
touring company who will be giving performances on the theme. Ann is working out 
something for the B&NES area.

ARTS DEVELOPMENT WORKER – UPDATE

Jules presented her comprehensive report.  The exhibition space was working well 
and, as the meeting was being held, the mosaic workshop was setting up an 
exhibition of their latest work (Christmas Trees).


Jules and Elaine will be looking for an events organiser to co-ordinate the bandstand 
performances. Ann said that she had some names she would pass on to Jules. A 
brief will need to be prepared and the contract needs to be freelance.

nesa CURRENT ACTIVITIES IN KEYNSHAM

Lesley explained that the trustees have made some changes to try to reduce core 
costs (using reserves and cutting staff hours) which will mean that current projects 
can still be delivered. This will enable them to continue to March 2011.


The latest funding bid to the Arts Council was turned down but a revised bid has 
been submitted this week. It will be 12 weeks before the answer is known.


Lesley is also looking at setting up a For Profit –Training Arm.
