no tree preservations orders on the site but some trees worth preserving as 

are the hedgerows


ii)
there is no detail on how surface water would be dealt with in the flood risk 

assessment

iii)
no thought has gone into crime prevention, many of the car parking areas are 

hidden
away

iv)
no consistency on the adoption of parking spaces


v)
is it a good idea to put new trees next to a children’s play area?

vi)
no master plan in place


vii)
current roads are not built for heavy traffic


viii)
there needs to be more emphasis on community transport linking the site with 

the Town centre and the Station


ix)
allotment provision.
Councillor Crouch proposed that the Committee object to the plan whilst realising that if the appeal was successful that this could impact on any S106 agreements and that all of the previous comments be included. This was seconded by Councillor Hellier. 


The vote was four in favour with one abstention.
