CONSULTATION ON PLANNING APPLICATIONS
A member of the public spoke about the application for Ashmead Road (Ashmead Enterprise Centre). Photographs were provided to show how close residents’ houses are to the proposed planning application. There are also concerns regarding noise and the lack of restricted hours.

After the public participation item on Ashmead Road had finished another member of the public arrived and wanted to speak therefore with the agreement of the other members of the Committee the Chairman suspended Standing Orders. 

A brief history of the site was given. Dairy Crest will bring jobs to Keynsham (approx 70) and if the application is refused Dairy Crest will go outside of B&NES meaning a loss of local jobs. The application premises already has permission for a B8 use and the proposed use is a B8. It has been demonstrated that the acoustic barrier can reduce the noise for local residents.


Standing Orders were reinstated.

09/04009/FUL – 42 Bath Road (The Grange Hotel)


Erection of 14 no. residential units to include 2,3 and 4 bed houses and apartments, 
rebuild coach house block (staff annex), erection of single storey rear extension to 
hotel with provision of new accessible bedroom following demolition of 44 Bath 
Road and existing hotel bedroom wing.  (Revised Plans).

it is still felt that there are too many properties proposed for the size of the plot

Comments only – Keynsham Town Council previously requested that the well established hedge be protected immediately. There are still concerns regarding the hedging as there is an anomaly in the plans. 

In the notes at the bottom of the plan it states “existing hedging to West boundary to be removed and replaced with new planting”. 

On the plan, by the hedge, it states ”existing hedging to Western boundary retained”.

Keynsham Town Council would also like to see the stone wall retained (behind H14A on the plan and next door to the bungalow).
