The Lib Dems asked for an update on the Christmas Lights. The Clerk responded 
that the Merry Christmas from KTC had been erected that afternoon and repairs 
made to malfunctioning lights on the lamp posts. With regard to the lights in the trees 
outside the Town Hall she had written to the previous supplier, Millennium Quest 
asking for compensation. A reply had been received this morning to say that as the 
lights had been used regularly all year and that the damage was caused by high

Councillor K Kirwan asked if the Council would be prepared to send a letter of 
congratulations to Iceland for maintaining their stocks whilst the Somerfield store was 
closed. The vote was 12 in favour, none against and 2 abstentions.

SCHEDULE OF ACCOUNTS – MONTH 8 (NOVEMBER 09)

The Lib Dems asked the following questions;

BACS – Is the payment to Argyll Design for the architect? If so is this the whole fee? Why is it being paid by BACS? – The Clerk advised that this was the final payment of his fee. It was paid by
BACS at his request. Councillor Crouch asked if Councillors had signed the pink sheet for this payment. The Clerk said she would check and notify him. The answer was ‘no’ but then neither are the pink sheets for Direct Debit payments or payments made by bank card.
CN 1615 – Why is this so much for an end of contract lease charge for a van? Because VW said that we had not complied with their return status. The Clerk did dispute this and did get something taken off the bill.


CN 1620 – Why are we paying for a repair to a headstone? Because it was damaged 
whilst an adjoining grave was being dug.


CN 1631 – Have we received payment for the Christmas tree yet?  Yes we had.

The Lib Dems asked the following questions;
Code 4104 – Victorian Evening – Are we expecting more income or is there a small loss this year?  £4,000 has been received from B&NES last week.

4102 -  Community Safety/ New Initiatives; 4103 - Play Rangers; 4109 - Youth Activities; 4115 - Detached Youth Project; 4121 - Youth Arts are all well under spent after 8 months of the annual cycle. Do we expect to spend these budgets or will they be an under spend? The Clerk expects to spend the Play Rangers and Detached Youth budgets. Youth Arts is only under spent by £50. Community Safety will be under spent but don’t yet know about Youth Activities as nothing has been requested by Mark Willcox.


1045 – Manor Road – We are still £1252 under budget, are we still confident of 
meeting this target? Yes the invoices for the second half of the season are going out 
now due payable by 1st January 2010.

DRAFT TOWN COUNCIL BUDGET – 2010/2011

The following points were discussed; level of budgets for website maintenance, 
recruitment advertising, bandstand running costs, cemetery maintenance, salary  
levels, youth budgets, vehicle running costs, arts development, play rangers. After a 
discussion about what the potential cuts in B&NES could have on activities, it was

Section 2 – page 15 should include reference to  Keynsham; page 17 add let’s hope 
this happens; page 41 yes sustainability checklist should form part of future planning 
applications; page 45 needs to mention allotments; page 63 needs to  include 
Longmeadow Road; page 67 no  mention of the buses to  Bath  via Keynsham  and 
their cost.


Section 4 Keynsham  - that  the preferred option is 2, but with  the proviso that 
building at  Hicks Gate is taken out of the equation; keep  the green belt between 
Bristol and Keynsham and look  at  a bus/rail interchange as well as enhancing the 
number of trains between Bath  and Bristol that  stop at  Keynsham.

The vote in favour of making these points was 13 with one abstention.
