i) Debit Card – platform rental for the bandstand – what were they used for and is it likely to be a regular expense? It was the hire of a cherry picker (Platform Rentals is the name of the company) to clear out the rain water gully on the bandstand roof, put up the CCTV camera and do some tree pruning. It is possible it will need to be used again but not annually as Terry has put chicken wire across the gully to catch the leaves.

ii) CN320 – what was wrong with the water supply at Burnett and is it our responsibility or that of the owner? To replace frozen pipes and yes it was our responsibility.

BUDGET MONITORING REPORT – MONTH 11 (FEBRUARY 2010)

The Lib Dems asked the following question:

i)  
4105 Grants - £4,448 seems to be a lot of unclaimed money for the time of 

year. We assume we have reminded people and do we have a feel for the 

take up of the rest of the money? Yes they have been reminded and there are 

not many left outstanding, several having come in over the last week.

EARMARKED RESERVES

The Lib Dems asked the following question:
i) We do not understand why this states that the General Reserve will be down by £66k when amount are clearly shown an earmarked reserves for the year ending 2009. Can you please explain? Can we have details of the Bandstand and Skateboard sites separately so we can see if and how much they are over budget?
Multi Wheel Facilty – so far we have spent £111,480. The Town Council put in £25,000 and £50,000 from Cadbury’s. Money coming via B&NES has not been received. An invoice was sent last month and a reminder has been issued. There will be a further payment of £39,000 to be made.
Bandstand- £76,155 was earmarked and the final bill was £101,308. This is an overspend of £25,153.

£27,302 was needed from Reserves to balance this year’s budget and there have been some budget overspends, cemetery maintenance, van leasing, workshop hire.

The figure for the General Reserve is only a guesstimate.

Councillor Crouch proposed that the Earmarked Reserves be agreed and this was seconded by Councillor Simmons. The vote in favour was unanimous.


RESOLVED:

That the Earmarked Reserves as listed in the report be agreed.

REQUEST FROM B&NES YOUTH SERVICE FOR FUNDING – 2010-2011
After a debate Councillor Hellier proposed that the request be deferred, in view of the fact that a Young People’s Liaison Group meeting was due to take place on 11th March when further information could be determined. This was seconded by Councillor Wait. The vote was 12 in favour, none against and 1 abstention.

B&NES ARTS DEVELOPMENT STRATEGY 2011- 2014

The Clerk said that at a meeting of the Arts Working Party, Ann Cullis, the B&NES 
Arts Development Officer had said that she would be doing her best to maintain the 
funding for the Keynsham Arts Development Worker post as she obtained very good 
value for money. However, the Music Festival would be affected by year on year 
cuts. Members wished to record their thanks to Jules for her hard work.

MULTI–WHEEL FACILITY – OPEN DAY

The Clerk explained that in discussion with the Chairman she had arranged a Multi-
Wheeled Facility Working Party meeting for Wednesday 17th March at 4pm. 
Councillor Davis proposed the authorisation of £750 towards the event, which was 
seconded by Councillor Clark. The vote was 9 in favour, none against and four 
abstentions.
