APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies were received from Councillor T Crouch (son’s graduation), S Gill (unwell) 
and C Kirwan (unwell).

Councillor Hellier pointed out that in minute no. 128 only 12 votes were recorded but 
there were 13 Councillors present. The Clerk replied that one Member had 
temporarily left the room. It was agreed to amend the minutes accordingly.

ANNOUNCEMENTS BY THE CHAIRMAN

The Chairman had five announcements;

1.  Bus Stop in the High Street outside Nat West bank – as part of the new showcase routes B&NES are proposing to put in a build out/raised kerb for this bus stop. Councillor Charles Gerrish is concerned that at this narrow point it will cause a bottle neck. The other suggestion of the officers is to build a pull-in but that will need to be several metres long and will cut out some parking spaces. This is a set down stop only. His view is to remove the bus stop but would like to know the Town Council’s views. After a short discussion and looking at the plan it was agreed to support Councillor Gerrish in removing the bus stop.
2. 
Damage to equipment whilst the bandstand was being built – PC Phil Armitage has informed the Clerk that the person who caused the damage to the equipment has been arrested and was issued with a final warning.

3.  It has been confirmed that Councillor K Kirwan has been appointed the ALCA representative on the Avon Pension Fund.

4. To inform Members that B&NES/Police are taking part in the ‘Not in My Neighbourhood’ initiative during the first week in November. The intention is to highlight to residents the amount of work that is undertaken to keep down crime and make communities safer.

5. A reminder of the invitation from Rachel Ward to hear the latest briefing for the Tesco site on Thursday 15th October at 6 pm in the Council Chamber at the Town Hall.

SCHEDULE OF ACCOUNTS – MONTH 6 (SEPTEMBER 2009)

The Lib Dems asked the following questions;


Are the business rates on Burnett Business Park paid monthly or annually? Monthly 
– over 10 months, as are all the other sites.

CN 252 – Is this monthly rent on the Burnett site? Yes
CN 256 – What other than extra links was done to the chain of office for £340.17? New ribbons, cleaning, new case and engraving.

Councillor Hellier asked if the cost of the anti graffiti coating for the Bandstand was to 
be deducted from the 5% retainer to the construction company. The Clerk said that 
she did not think so as they had applied the paint as specified. Councillor Hellier then 
wondered if it could be deducted from the money outstanding to the architect. Again 

the Clerk believed not as he had been mislaid by the paint supplier.

BUDGET MONITORING REPORT – MONTH 6 (SEPTEMBER 2009)

The Lib Dems asked the following questions;

Six months into the year we are able to make some clear deductions 4402, 4405 & 4509 are all maintenance and utility budgets and are all overspent at present. Is there a reason for this? 4402 – Cemetery, this budget will be overspent because 50% of the current expenditure was for the new shuttering – (see August.4405) –Cemetery utilities, mainly increase in electricity costs. 4509 Workshop  running costs – this is due to  the extra costs incurred in setting up  the new workshop, end of year charges to  old workshop and solicitors fees for the lease.
1055 – Victorian Evening – Why is there a difference of £190 between this and the bank reconciliation? This was due to a miscoding and should have gone to cemetery income- this has now 
been corrected.

1010 - Cemetery – Why is there a difference of £183 between this and the bank 
reconciliation? See above (£190 - £7 VAT)

1045 – Manor Road – Now the football season has arrived are we expecting to reach 
our £4080 budget?   Projected income by 1st January 2010 is £4310.

There were no further questions.

The Clerk explained that in principle she did not object to grant money being used for 
seeds (it being likely that the committee would have approved it had it formed part of 
the original request) this is the second time this group have asked for an amendment 
and she now felt that the Council should say no. After a discussion Councillor K 
Simmons proposed that the request be agreed but that it be made clear that there 
would be no further amendments. The motion was seconded by Councillor B 
Simmons. The vote was nine in favour, two against and one abstention.
