REQUEST FROM B&NES YOUTH SERVICE FOR FUNDING FOR 2010/2011

The Clerk reminded Members that it had been agreed to defer this item until 
clarification could be received from B&NES. Val Smith had confirmed that B&NES 
have a policy of not funding detached work in areas in which there is a youth centre. 
If we only give 50% of the funding (as discussed at the last meeting) then this would 
reduce the amount of hours given to detached work. The Clerk is suggesting that 
50% comes from the Youth Budget and the remaining 50% from the Power of 
Wellbeing budget.


After a discussion Councillor B Simmons proposed that the Clerk’s proposal be 
agreed and that the Clerk ask Val Smith to provide a monthly monitoring report of 
hours worked, areas covered and numbers worked with. This was seconded by 
Councillor Crouch.  The vote in favour was unanimous.                    

RESOLVED:

That the funding for the detached work project come from the two budget headings. 
The Power of Wellbeing was used to improve the well being of the Town and fits with 
section 3.4 of B&NES Sustainable Community Strategy.

PROVISION OF NOTICE BOARD AT THE BANDSTAND

Councillor Hellier introduced this item. After a discussion, in which the Clerk said that 
she would need to get B&NES permission, Councillor Hellier proposed that a notice 
board be erected (with permission). This was seconded by Councillor K Kirwan. The 
vote in favour was unanimous.

That the above motion be approved and the money to come from the notice board 
budget.

REQUEST FROM KEYNSHAM ALLOTMENT ASSOCIATION
Councillor Crouch proposed that the Clerk write to B&NES saying that the Council is passing on the request from the Allotment Association. However, to make it clear that the Council’s preferred option, as stated on the response to the planning application, was for additional allotment plots. This was seconded by Councillor Davis. The vote in favour was unanimous.

Councillor Crouch said that he had spoken to Keynsham Heritage Trust about the 
artefacts and they were in discussion with the Cadbury archaeologist. It has been 
agreed that the larger items will go to the Bristol Industrial Museum. The Heritage 
Trust will take care of the smaller items.


The Clerk was instructed to notify Mrs Radford of this information and that there was 
no need for the Town Council to write to Cadbury/Kraft.

KEYNSHAM MUSIC FESTIVAL – CHANGE TO LINKS

A long discussion took place. Whilst it was agreed that the present situation was not 
sustainable, the option of becoming a company limited by guarantee was complex 
and would need input from a solicitor, at a significant cost. Councillor Crouch 
proposed that the festival be brought back in house after the 2010 festival and that 
the members of the Music Festival Association be offered the opportunity to become 
members of Town Council Working Party (as per the Victorian Evening). This was 
seconded by Councillor Hellier. The vote was ten in favour, one against and three 
abstentions.
