BUDGET MONITORING REPORT – MONTH 10 (JANUARY 2010)

The Lib Dems asked the following questions:

4095 – Best Value/Town Plan – I assume the -£486 is the income from B&NES 
shown on the Bank Reconciliation. What has happened to the balance of £14? 
Instead of creating a separate income code the money was paid to the expenditure 
code which had a £14 debit on the code.
Figures at the end - With the 100% figure based on the precept, I assume, and income representing 15.4%, at present having spent 91.6% of the budget we have approximately 23.8% of this year’s budget still available, about how much of this 23.8% are we expected to spend by the end of the financial year? (obviously only “ball park” figures expected). The Clerk advised that this question was almost impossible to answer as it depended on several variables, i.e. any further income (cemetery, B&NES) plus any 
large expenditure payments over and above the average monthly spend. The Clerk said she will be producing a report for the March meeting which will include earmarked reserves and her estimate for the general reserve at the end of the year.

KEYNSHAM VICTORIAN EVENING – REVISED BUDGET

The revised budget was noted.

KEYNSHAM MUSIC FESTIVAL 
The Clerk said that she was happy to ask the question of NALC/SLCC but felt that until the information was received it would be impossible to answer the question regarding resources from the Town Council. A short discussion took place on bringing the Festival back in house, especially in the light of the information that there had been an H&S meeting that afternoon at which no members of the Town Council were present, despite this being agreed in the last minutes. It was agreed that it would be only fair to do as the Association had asked and not make a decision until all the information was known, including potential costs of setting up a company limited by guarantee. The Clerk will inform Members at the March meeting of the Town Council, if the information will be forthcoming.

PLAY RANGERS FURTHER FUNDING

After a short discussion Councillor Crouch proposed that from 1st April 2010 the 
funding for Play Rangers be increased to £5,000 pa, confirmed for three years and 
that for 2010/2011 the balance to come from reserves. This was seconded by 
Councillor K Kirwan. The vote was 12 in favour with one abstention.

B&NES – BRIEFING SHEET – 2010/2011 BUDGET

 Concern was raised about the timing of the receipt of the report and it was agreed 
that in future the Clerk would forward the information to Members as soon as it was 
received. Councillor Gerrish took some questions.

B&NES FORTHCOMING TENDERS FOR SUPPORTED BUS SERVICES

It was agreed that the service should continue, that it was not necessary to extend it 
and a low floor vehicle would be nice but was not essential.

B&NES – KEYNSHAM PARKING STRATEGY CONSULTATION
Councillor Gerrish said that he wished to apologise for the email that had been received. The discussion regarding a parking strategy was at a very early stage and that the email had not been authorised by a senior officer. He would however, be very interested in the Town Councils views, opinions and comments. He also asked whether Members had any thought on turning either Ashton Way or Bath Hill East into two storeys.

Concerns with long stay on road parking in Carpenters Lane and surrounding 

streets.
