The Deputy Town Clerk reported back her findings in respect of this matter and the Chairman read out an email from Andrew Ryall, Team Leader, Development Manager, BANES.  It was agreed that on receipt of any applications that are too late to be included on an agenda the Deputy Town Clerk would seek an extension of time from BANES to carry the application forward to the next planning meeting.  Should an extension not be granted then the Planning Committee will be advised promptly in order that an ad hoc meeting to consider the application may be arranged.   Members of the Public will be notified of this meeting via an agenda displayed on Town Council notice boards. 


It was also agreed that a formal letter should be sent to Bath & North East Somerset Council expressing concern regarding the time that it is taking for planning applications to arrive with the Town Council.  In recent applications it was noted that some applications dated the beginning of June were not received in the office until the beginning of July.  In which case the 21 days to respond to the application has already expired.

RESPONSE TO LETTER TO BANES PLANNING DEPARTMENT REGARDING SUBMISSION OF OUT- OF- DATE PLANS WITH PLANNING APPLICATIONS


The Planning Committee noted a response email received from Martin Laker (Team Leader GIS  BANES) dated 20th June 2011 in respect of this matter.  It was agreed that the Deputy Town Clerk should contact Chris Mewse of GetMapping to arrange a web link to the facility GetPlanning in order that the Town Council can obtain the latest OS maps for planning applications.

TREE PRESERVATION ORDERS –AVENUE OF TREES AT FRY’S CLUB


The Planning Committee noted the response email received from Andrew Ryall (Planning Applications and Appeals Team Leader   BANES) dated 5th July 2011 in respect of this matter.  The Deputy Town Clerk reported that a further email regarding the request for tree preservation orders had been received from Jane Brewer (Tree Preservation Office of BANES) stating that in her view ‘all the trees on the site have landscape value, however not all of them would be considered appropriate candidates for a TPO for reasons of health and future management, furthermore a TPO made on all, or nearly all the trees, on the site would leave the council open to a challenge against the TPO”.  Her email went on to say she would be happy to attend a Town Council meeting to talk to Members about this.  It was agreed to invite Jane Brewer to the next Town Council meeting.

PLANNING TRAINING FOR TOWN COUNCILLORS ON PLANNING COMMITTEE


The Deputy Town Clerk reported that she had contacted BANES in respect of training and she had been informed that they are not providing any planning training.
