CONSULTATION ON BATH & NORTH EAST SOMERSET GYPSIES, TRAVELLERS AND TRAVELLING SHOW PEOPLE SITE ALLOCATIONS DEVELOPMENT PLAN DOCUMENT (DPD) – ISSUES AND OPTIONS PAPER CONSULTATION. (copy available in the Town Council Office and previously circulated).
Having considered the papers the Planning and Development Committee agreed the following comments/decisions as responses to the consultation questionnaire:


Question 1: Should the evidence base be updated to identify the accommodation needs of Gypsies, Travellers and Travelling Showpeople in Bath and North East Somerset beyond 2016?  If so, in what way does it need updating? Yes, the evidence is not in line with the timeline for the Bath and North East Somerset Core Strategy, which is 2026.


Question 2: Is the proposed additional indicator sufficient to assess the effectiveness of the DPD in meeting its objective of reducing the number of unauthorised sites across Bath and North East Somerset?  Yes

Question 3: Are there any further monitoring indicators that may be suitable for inclusion in the DPD? The Town Council are not aware of any.


Question 4: Should the preferred approach be to allocate sufficient land to allow groups to live separately from each other? No


Question 5: Should sites make allowance for future family growth to prevent overcrowding? No


Question 6: What form of tenure do you consider would best suit the needs of the Gypsy and Traveller community in Bath and North East Somerset?  Publicly owned and managed by a Registered Social Landlord or local authority.  This will allow for better control of pitch allocation.

In order to cater for a range of needs do you consider a rural exception site policy is required? No


Question 8: Do you agree that mixed residential and business uses should only be permitted where appropriate to the location and where the safety and amenity of residents and neighbours will not be compromised? Yes


Question 9: Are there any additional criteria that should be considered in selecting the best location for Gypsy, Traveller and Travelling Showpeople sites? No additional criteria.

Question 10: Does the proposed site selection methodology and the range of factors to be considered provide a reasonable and robust means of assessing potential site suitability? Yes

In respect of the notice that planning application 11/04325/FUL – Land at rear of 2 – 20 High Street Keynsham – Erection of three storey building to provide fourteen residential apartments and associated landscaping and car parking (inc. re-provision of car parking for existing high street properties), B&NES Development Control Committee   meeting on 14 December 2011,  it has come to the attention of the Town Council that further drawings and amended information have been submitted by the Developer Deeley Freed and with the intervention of Councillor Gerrish the application was withdrawn.


Having considered this matter in detail, it was agreed that a letter be sent to David Trigwell (Divisional Director, Planning and Transport, BANES), Glenn Chipp (Strategic Director, Customer Services, BANES), BANES Development Committee members and Councillor Charles Gerrish stating that: 

· The Town Council is deeply concerned at the manner in which this application has been dealt with to date.

· If it was not for the timely intervention of Councillor Charles Gerrish, a decision would have been made on this application without full consultation of the residents of Keynsham or the Town Council.
· The timing of the process has given the Town Council no time to include the revised application on an agenda for their Planning and Development Committee meeting.

· There has been no provision of the amended drawings/information to the Town Council for perusal.

· The Town Council recommends that this planning application be deferred to the New Year in order to allow for a full and exclusive consultation to take place.
