Variation of conditions 13, 16 and 19 of permission no 97/02626/MINW to extend composting operations, increase vehicle movements and permit cardboard and wood recycling (Temporary use of land for 10 years for manufacture of organic 
green compost as amended by revised drawings received 14th April 1998 at land formerly Queen Charlton Quarry). Comments – The Town Council believe that the conditions of the application are not being complied with and that there are inaccuracies in the documentation.  Concerns have been raised in respect of the request to increase vehicle movements as currently there are reports of excessive number of lorries using the weight restricted Charlton Road to access this site.
