The problem with highways congestion in the Keynsham area, as a result of these works being undertaken at the same time as works by Bristol City Council (on the A4 Bristol bound, after the Hicks Gate roundabout) was discussed.  It was agreed that a letter should be sent to the Chief Executives of South Gloucestershire Council, Bristol City Council and Bath and North East Somerset Council requesting that the Highways Departments of each Authority should carry out full consultation with neighbouring authorities before undertaking major highways projects in order to avoid the congestion that has been occurring recently.
