PRESENTATION ON THE PROPOSED WELLSWAY SCHOOL SPORTS HALL PLANNING APPLICATION BY DEREK QUILTER, DIVISIONAL DIRECTOR, DEVELOPMENT & MAJOR PROJECT BATH & NORTH EAST SOMERSET COUNCIL

This item on the agenda was brought forward.  Derek Quilter gave a presentation to the Committee on the proposed plans for a future planning application for Wellsway School Sports Hall.  This included providing information on:

· Three potential sites. Numbers 7 which was recommended by BANES planning committee.  Number 3 which was the original chosen site before the plans were submitted for site 1 which was refused and number 6 a location close to the astro turf courts.
· Change of material to be used.  Metal cladding to be replaced with wood cladding.  More windows are included in the new proposed design and the rendering is to be cream not white, as in the refused application.
Questions were asked as to whether in respect of the proposed plan for location 6, if the building could be turned 45º, lengthways on to the astro turf.  It was reported this would raise the height of the building due to the topography of the land.

Derek informed the Planning Committee that BANES would be seeking the views of residents, stakeholders and the Councillors through a series of consultations before a new planning application would be submitted.  Councillor Davis asked if there could be a presentation on the proposed planning application at a full Town Council meeting.

Derek reported that from the residents consultation held on 22nd June 2011 the residents had expressed site option 6 as the preferable location but still had concerns regarding access (out of hours), the materials to be used and that the project needs landscaping.  Derek informed the Planning Committee that BANES were working with the school to find a location on the school site for overflow parking.
