BANES CORE STRATEGY PRE-HEARING AND CORE STRATEGY EXAMINATION HEARING.


It was agreed that Councillor Fricker (Chairman of the Planning & Development Committee) attend and represent the Town Council at the BANES Core Strategy Pre-hearing on Tuesday 17th January 2012 and at the Core Strategy Examination Hearing  on Tuesday 24th January 2012.   
The following items and documents were considered:

· Inspector’s questions (ID/7   7.1 – 7.5 & ID/7 10.6 – 10.9)) in respect of Keynsham and the Green Belt. 

· The Town Council’s response to the Draft Core Strategy.

· The Bath & North East Somerset Local Development Framework – Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment and map.
· Housing provision details from the Bristol Core Strategy plus Map.

Having considered the papers it was agreed that a Draft Statement of Representation be drawn up to include the Planning Development Committee’s following comments and decisions:

That the Town Council strongly support the Draft Core Strategy as it stands.
That the Town Council wish it to be noted that economic circumstances have changed since the drafting of the Core Strategy and these should be taken into consideration.

That the Town Council supports the statement within the submission Core Strategy (May 2011) that states that  Green Belt development is not required at Keynsham and would re-affirm the Town Council’s submission in their Core Strategy response that Brownfield sites should be used and not Green Belt land.

The Town Council note that in the Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment that Bath and North East Somerset Council consider many of the proposed development sites in and around Keynsham as being unsuitable due to strategic Policy reasons.
That the retention and maintenance of the green gap between Bristol and Keynsham has been clearly documented in Keynsham Town Plans.

The Town Council note that the Hicks Gate potential contingency was one of the first sites in the Draft Core Strategy to be rejected due to it being in the Green Belt and a potentially isolated community.

That Keynsham is a historic centre (with evidence of Roman existence) and this town needs to be protected from being swallowed up by extensive development narrowing the gap between it, Bristol, Saltford and other local communities.

RECOMMENDED:

(I) That Councillor Fricker (Chairman of the Planning & Development Committee) attend and represent the Town Council at the B&NES Core Strategy Pre-hearing on Tuesday 17th January 2012 and at the Core Strategy Examination Hearing on Tuesday 24th January 2012.

That the Draft Statement of Representation be presented and considered at the Special Meeting of the Town Council on Tuesday 6th December at 7.00 p.m. in the Town Council Office.
