CONSULTATION ON PLANNING APPLICATIONS

11/01290/FUL – 90 Charlton Road

Erection of single dwelling, integral garage and associated parking on land to rear of No.90 Charlton Road (Access off St George’s Road). Object - On the grounds that: 

· This proposal would constitute an overdevelopment of the site and would over look adjacent properties. 

· From the plans the access appears to come out on to a footpath

· Concerns have been raised regarding the finished height of the proposed property.

· This application is somewhat different from the original permitted application 08/02269/REN which was for a single storey dwelling.

· Concerns have been raised regarding the levels at this site and apparently a precedent has been set regarding levels in this area.  This needs to be confirmed by looking at application 04/00231/FUL – The Apiary St. George’s Road Keynsham.

Also, on considering this application concerns were raised regarding the poor quality of plans and information submitted with this application.

It was agreed that a letter should be sent to the Planning Department of Bath & North East Somerset Council commenting on the use of old out of date plans by applicants when submitting applications.
