10/04947/REG03 – Chandag Road (Wellsway School) - Erection of sports hall and reprovision of tennis courts and cricket nets.

Object – Comments:
· The Town Council are not opposed to the school having a sports hall but object to proposed site 1

· The scale/size of the sports hall and its proximity to adjacent properties is unacceptable
· The proposed plans will create a structure that is over bearing and over shadowing for neighbouring residents

· The Town Council are concerned that no consideration has been taken into account of the planning application granted to Banwell Estates Limited and their plans to build residential properties on land to the rear of the Grange Hotel

· The Town Council are concerned about the inconsistency over communication within the consultation documentation, as the majority of consultation documentation that has been sent out in the past refers to site 3 as the preferred site.
· The Town Council are concerned over the lack of consultation, that the consultation was done in haste and covered the Christmas period

· The data traffic management information is out of date and the Town Council would request that up to date information together with detailed access and parking information should have been provided

.

· The Town Council are concerned that there is conflicting information with regards to times that the sports hall facility will be open to the public.  Also that usage by the local community may be restricted by the schools intention to open the facility for national and international events. 

· In respect of the sites within the Green belt the Town Council are concerned that these have not been considered and would not object to the Sports Hall being located within the Green Belt.

· Site option 1 is allegedly in the Green Belt

· The Town Council would encourage and support a pre-site meeting.

· The Town Council believe that any application should be accompanied by an overall development plan for all future facilities at the school.
