09/00557/FUL – 80 Bath Hill



Erection of three new dwellings with parking following demolition of existing derelict 
cottages to nos. 80/82 (revised plans).

Members of the public spoke about the detrimental effect this proposed application would have on the conservation area. They explained that the revised plans show that the new development would only be 80cm away at 2 points from the adjoining listed building. It appears that the footprint of the proposed properties, although now 3 instead of 5, is the same size as the previous application.  

Objection – on grounds that that the proposed application is an over development and would have a detrimental effect on the conservation area. It is also out of keeping with the surrounding properties. The proposal is too close to the adjoining listed building. Although this application has been revised from 5 flats to 3 the footprint of the proposed development still remains the same and is an oversized development.

Conversion of existing building and erection of new building to form 10 no. dwellings and associated works.

A member of the public spoke regarding concerns over traffic and concerns over the building line.

Objection – due to this proposal being an overdevelopment. Concerns over traffic issues and due to the number of proposed one bed properties it is felt that this will create the need for too many car parking spaces. There are sufficient one bed properties in the Keynsham area already.
