QUESTIONS ON NOTICE BY MEMBERS

The following question has been received from Councillor L O’Brien:
"The Town Council meeting of 14th June 2011 confirmed that grants totaling £19,640 would be awarded this year, out of the total of £21,000 budget funding available - i.e. an unallocated amount of £1360.

a) Can we assume that this outstanding amount has been put back into reserves? 
b) That if any other application is received from a local organisation asking for assistance during the year, such requests will be presented to Council for consideration under our 'Power of Well-being' budget, possibly via the Chair of Grants committee?"
The following answers were given:

a) Yes.

b) No not necessarily. If the request is over £1,000 or doesn’t appear eligible for the Town Council’s grant scheme then it would go to Town Council, it wouldn’t go to the Chair of Grants Working Party. If the Town Council agreed to the request it may or may not come out of the Power of Well Being, it depends what the request was for and how much and if the Town Council agreed it should come out of the Power of Well Being. 

If the request was under was under £1,000 and appeared eligible for a grant through the normal process then they would be told about the Grants scheme and told to apply in April along with the other organisations.

RESOLVED:

It was agreed to take item 9 on the agenda before item 8.

RE-INSTATEMENT OF AMENITIES COMMITTEE
This item was discussed in detail. It was pointed out that although the report said that there wouldn’t be a financial implication in fact there would in terms of resources; staff time, paperwork, photocopying etc. It was mentioned that when the Amenities Committee was previously dissolved that the grounds staff didn’t feel supported. The Town Clerk was asked for her view, she said that she felt site visits were very important, all agreed. However as she wasn’t employed by the Council when the Amenities Committee was in place she felt it was difficult to comment as she had no experience of this. If the Committee was to be re instated she felt that quarterly meetings were sufficient.
Councillor T Crouch proposed that the Amenities Committee be reinstated on a quarterly basis for a 12 month trial (4 meetings) and the Amenities Committee to follow on from an Allotments Committee meeting. A vote was taken; 3 in favour, 4 against and 3 abstentions.

RESOLVED:

That the Amenities Committee will not be reinstated.

KEYNSHAM YOUTH SERVICE – PROPOSED PARTNERSHIP PROJECT WITH BUTTERFLIES HAVEN GROUP

At the last meeting it was agreed to put this item back on the agenda and to invite Mark Willcox, the Youth Worker to the meeting to answer some of the questions and concerns as the general feeling was that members felt uncomfortable with the partnership or the word partnership. Some of the concerns were - why was a partnership required? Are they qualified to do training? What about other organisations? Mark explained that it would be beneficial as training would be given by a qualified and experienced person. Asburgers and autism is high and Mark comes across young people who have this all the time in his line of work. It would be a unique situation and a positive experience for the young people of Keynsham. There would be no cost involved to the Town Council or to Butterflies. Mark would ensure that his time was limited due to his other youth work commitments. Mark also communicates to other organisations such as Mencap; his work with Butterflies is not exclusive.
A discussion took place about whether or not young people from outside Keynsham should be included. It was felt that it would be tragic if a young person was stopped from coming to Butterflies/TimeOut on a Friday due to not living in Keynsham. There were concerns regarding the legalities of this as Keynsham Town Council now fund the Youth Service and it was suggested that the Town Clerk looks into this.

It was agreed that it would not be a partnership but that a better expression would be ‘joint working’. The situation could be monitored through the new management section of the Young People’s Liaison Group. Concerns were expressed about the possibility of numbers of the present users of TimeOut dropping. Mark said that this would have to be monitored, managed and the young people educated. 
Councillor K Simmons proposed that the joint working arrangement with Butterflies goes ahead for 6 months with a report at the end of the 6 months. This was seconded by Councillor L O’Brien. The vote in favour was unanimous.
RESOLVED:

That the joint working arrangement with Butterflies goes ahead for 6 months, with a report at the end of this period.
