QUESTIONS ON NOTICE BY MEMBERS

Councillor G Hellier asked the following question: 

‘Our Amenities now include the Cemetery, the Multi Wheel Facility, the Bandstand, play areas & Manor Road and there have been issues on these sites which should have come before the Council. Will the Council agree that we reinstate the Amenities Committee to discuss and recommend solutions to any problems?  I would suggest that the meetings are held monthly or bi-monthly’.
It was agreed to put this matter on the Agenda for the August meeting.

Councillor A Wait asked the following question:

‘Did the Council know that Broadlands School is likely to remain open?’

Councillor Wait spoke about Broadlands School and the campaign. He thanked all of those who voted for wanting to keep the school open.

Councillor T Crouch asked the following question:

Is the Town Council aware of the state of the shop ‘World of Dreams’ in Temple Street? 
It is not being used as a shop but more like a warehouse. 
It was suggested that the Town Clerk write to the landlords/owners of the property.

MINUTES OF MEETINGS
Councillor D Brassington requested his apologies be added to the Market Working Party minutes, due to the fact that the wrong day was on the agenda and he did intend to attend the meeting.

RESOLVED:

That the Minutes of the Planning Committee (28th June 2010), Arts Working Party (17th June 2010) and Keynsham Market Working Party (6th July 2010) be received, with the above amendment.

At this time, it was asked if standing orders could be suspended to discuss an item that had not been put on the agenda and due to its importance needed a discussion as a response was required before the next Town Council meeting in August. The Chairman asked if members agreed to suspend standing orders. This was agreed.
Standing orders were suspended at 7.40pm
Consultation on proposed changes to parking and related fees and charges 2010/11 had been received from B&NES. After a lengthy discussion it was agreed to respond with the following questions:

1. Does B&NES Council know or could they find out what Tesco are going to charge/do about their car park?

2. How much is 3 hour car parking going to cost?

3. There were concerns regarding the small number of 30 minute parking bays at Ashton Way East and why can’t Ashton Way have the option for 2 or 3 hours parking?

The response is to also include the positives that the Town Council are pleased about - free parking every Saturday at Bath Hill East car park, the creation of free car park in the Nursery at the Memorial Park, improvements to the Picnic site and football club car parks and increased enforcement on the High Street.
Standing orders were resumed at 8.00 pm

SCHEDULE OF ACCOUNTS – MONTH 3 (June 10)


The following questions were asked:

Direct Debit 200610 – Opus Energy electricity – Is this going to be shown as one entry in future rather than individual entries for each budget heading?

Yes, we are now billed this way by the new company, Opus.

The Town Clerk was asked to split the entries in future.

CN 369 – Are these the goal posts? Why do they need filling?

Yes, these are for the goal posts. When the posts are removed the holes are filled with foam and then the foam is removed when the posts go back in. 

CN 371 – Did this come to Council? What are we getting for our £6000? This places budget 4704 overspent after month 3.

£4450 was in the budget which was agreed at the Town Council meeting in January 2010. The previous Town Clerk arranged for the supply and installation at Manor Road and Memorial Park play areas at a cost of £6,000, so yes it will be an overspend.

CN 1766 –I don’t remember vandalism to a roof in the cemetery being reported to Council. Can you explain what happened please? 

No this wasn’t reported to Town Council. Vandals tried to take some lead off the roof. It was reported to the Police so we have a crime reference number.

CN 1769 – Why are we paying 50% of the security costs for the music festival from our budget? 

We always pay the larger invoices for the Music Festival through the Town Councils bank account due to being able to claim the VAT back. 50% was payable in advance and the remaining 50% was due for payment after the event.

CN 1791 – While understanding the explanation given should we not have picked this up and should we put in place systems to ensure this does not happen again? 

We were aware that no payments had been paid but it was all to do with the confusing changeover and trying to get an invoice issued was difficult as dealing with the two companies E-On and Edf….finally they managed it albeit a year later!

4001 – Salary Town Clerk – Assume this is Elaine’s last payment. Please confirm.

Yes this was the previous Town Clerk’s final payment. 

4041 – Photocopying charges are over budget. Is there a specific reason for this? 

There is no particular reason; however recently there has been a lot of photocopying done for the Music Festival. In the past this has never been coded under the Music Festivals code but can be in the future if so required?
It was agreed that this should be coded against Music Festival expenditure.
1048 – Arts Development – We appear to have received £4000 presumably from B&NES this month. Why is this not shown in the Bank Reconciliation as income?

The income was on May’s Bank Reconciliation. It was coded incorrectly to the Arts Development Salary (expenditure code) when in fact it should have gone against an income code, this has now been corrected and will show next month. 


Councillor G Hellier asked the following questions:

4006 -  Is the figure of £4603 for the Arts Development Worker for the month correct as the actual year to date figure is less than the current month?

4114 why is the Arts Development budget overdrawn already? 

The answers to these questions were previously given, as above.
