SCHEDULE OF ACCOUNTS – MONTH 2 (May 10)

The following questions were asked:
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Direct Debit 120510 – E-on electricity – Why does this not have a budget code? Where and how has it been posted?

£12.53 is to be refunded as this was for Unity Road which we no longer have. E-On took it from the account in error. It should have been coded to Miscellaneous Expenditure.

CN 356 – Arco – clothing for grounds men – How often do we buy new clothing? It seems a lot of money.

We purchase clothing once a year and the allowance is £200 per grounds man.  Items are for clothing, work boots, gloves, safety clothing etc. 

CN 336 – Can we have a breakdown of the various items please.

Screws, Kiln Dried Joist and handsaw for repairs to timber climber at Upper Memorial Play Area. Concrete for moving bench in the park. Bulb for Cemetery. Other items include; Flexi tubing, postcrete, treated fence post, nuts and washers, bolts and polyester resign. 

CN 1745 –Why does this not have a budget code? Where and how has it been posted?

This was miscellaneous expenditure for a fire sculptor at the Farmers Market. It is to be refunded by B&NES Council.
Chq No1755 and chq 1762 were both coded to 4122 which I believe is the bandstand running costs - why was chq 1755 - the payment for the notice board not entered to the coding for notice boards? 
The budget for notice boards is only £500 it was put under bandstand code as we were already replacing a notice board at Downfield’s play area. The amount in the budget only really allows one new or replacement notice board. For next years budget we should maybe increase it or create a new code for notice board maintenance/repairs? 
A discussion took place and it was agreed that this expenditure should be moved and re-coded under notice boards.

Chq 1748 - Jolly Jumpers £550 - was that amount agreed at the meeting of the Multi-wheel Facility Working Party - cannot find in minutes of meetings any agreement to spend this amount on an obstacle course?
This was funded by a contribution from B&NES (£500 will be coded to Youth Activities when it is received)

There were no further questions.

BUDGET MONITORING REPORT – MONTH 2 (May 10) 
The Lib Dems asked the following questions:

4022 – Office equipment – 85.5% of the budget already spent on pat test and periodic electrical test. How often does this have to be done because we do not appear to have budgeted for this?

This is done once a year and is coded under office equipment, although in the future it may be a good idea to set up a new code for electrical testing (H&S)
After a brief discussion it was agreed to have a separate code for electrical testing.

4122 –Bandstand running costs -How is the £1328 made up because I can only find £300 for drumming workshop and £542.17 for notice board? Should the money for the notice board come from budget 4603?
(Minute no. 50 above has already dealt with the issue of the notice board which will be re-coded to the notice board code and the bandstand code credited).
The Arts Development worker spent £485.79 producing the flyer for the summer events on the Bandstand - £485.79 + £542.17 + £300 = £1328

4654 – Why is the Manor Road utilities budget 37.3% spent after only 2 months?

Electricity £88.10 and Water £124.58 these are quarterly bills. 

4671 – Are there anymore known expenses on this overspent budget?

Not as far as we know. The overspend was due to new tennis nets costing £662

TOWN COUNCIL ACCOUNTS 2009/2010

Note 1 – A dramatic drop in interest! Sadly, yes!

Note 3 – The landlord for the Burnett Business needs amending. Yes, noted

Note 6 – Pensions does not make sense. It states that for the year the Council paid 20% of employee’s pensionable pay and that these contributions will need to increase to 20% in future years. 

This is a typo made by the accountants and the words ‘increase to’ needs to be replaced with ‘remain at’

Note 8 – Fixed Assets – Why was vehicles and equipment nil in 2009 and why such a large increase in Infrastructure assets?

Vehicles & equipment - £155,967 is spending on mainly multi wheel facility, new bus shelters and Infrastructure - £101,308 is bandstand expenditure (4920)

Note 8 relates only to the additions (or disposals) during the year. Full listing of assets held is under note 7.
This was discussed and some clarification of note 8 is required from the Accountants which will be reported back to the next Town Council meeting.
Note 9 – Debtors – Why is the VAT recoverable much larger? Is it because a claim was due to be made? 

This is due to purchase of the bandstand.

It was also mentioned that the list of Councillors is incorrect.

The grounds staff will work extra as normal on the Friday before the Music Festival so Suzy only needs to make up the short fall on Saturday and Sunday and these are the hours that Suzy came back with to make up for the loss of the grounds men.
A discussion took place and questions were asked. The Town Council pay a lot for staffing on the day of the Music Festival over and above the agreed grant to the Association.
