ANNOUNCEMENTS BY THE CHAIRMAN

(i) Information received from A Nash, Property Services, BANES Council, reported that the Handyman Shop was due to close shortly on 17th September. It had been suggested that the rent paid to the Council is a factor in this however rent for the shop was set in 2002, and has not been increased since. It is also understood that the business rates have reduced slightly in recent times. None of this, of course, is denying that businesses will have to cease trading from the Town Hall site as a consequence of the redevelopment proposals and the Council is sympathetic to the effects of this regrettable but inevitable fact.    

(ii) Rob Henderson, from Tescos, who was due to speak at the meeting was unable to attend and sent his apologies. A tour of the new store prior to the opening is hopefully going to be provided and any questions will be answered then.

(iii) A photograph of the recently purchased van with the logo was to be circulated during the meeting.
The Chairman asked if Members were content to move agenda item 12 to this point on the agenda.  This was agreed.

SPEAKERS


Paula Bromley, Principal Youth Officer from B&NES Council spoke about the re-design of the Youth Service.  A 61 page consultation document has been produced. Huge cuts of 40% were being made, therefore the Council has to make substantial reductions in budgets from 2010-11 onwards, and work is taking place across the Children’s Service to look at how services are structured and managed, with an initial focus on the delivery of statutory services and consideration as to whether to continue to provide non-statutory services and how this is to be achieved. This will require the re-focusing and re-shaping of services in order to deliver savings whilst retaining a focus on key groups of children and young people. 
A review group was set up to identify and evaluate options for the future, this group comprised of: 

Maurice Lindsay (Divisional Director, Children’s Service), Paula Bromley (Principal Youth Officer), Liz Price (Acting Head of Commissioning, Children’s Service), Christine Hounsell (Connexions), Sally Churchyard (Service Manager Youth Offending Team), Lynda Deane (Active Lifestyles Manager, Tourism, Leisure and Culture) and Mike Fairbeard (YMCA)

In brief the four models / options were:
1. 
The Council’s Youth Service will deliver an in house targeted Youth Support Service within a budget of £655K providing 3 Youth Hubs, 1 vehicle to deliver mobile youth Work and 1 member of staff to help develop the market. 
2. 
The Council’s Youth Service will deliver an in house targeted Youth Support Service within a budget of £655K providing 1 Youth Hub, 2 vehicles to deliver mobile youth Work and 1 member of staff to help develop the market. 
3. 
The Council’s Youth Service will deliver an in house targeted Youth Support Service within a budget of £655K providing Youth service activity that will be delivered by existing staff using appropriate and accessible venues e.g. schools, community centres and 1 member of staff to help develop the market. 

4. 
To provide a fully commissioned Youth Service within budget £655K

Option 1 represents the preferred option of the Review Group and should form the basis for the consultation process.
After the talk comments were made and some questions were asked:

Many Councillors commented on the size of the cuts and gave their sympathy to Paula and the Department.

Residents will be concerned about these cuts and the affect it will have on Keynsham, it was felt that they should have some input into these decisions.

Paula was asked to clarify how the funding presently works – B&NES Council funds Time Out and Keynsham Town Council funds the detached teams. If the Town Council wants to see Time Out remain open and maybe want to fund this, then they may not be able to fund the detached work as well. A question was asked how much it costs to fund Time Out – approximately £50K; Councillor T Crouch and the Town Clerk have the exact figures.

Are B&NES Council turning their backs on Keynsham? Teams would go into problem areas as they do achieve positive results, however detached teams would try and support Keynsham but this may or may not be available and there was a chance that there may be no youth service in Keynsham.
Is the Youth service the only department to be cut and has it been cut more than other departments? It is the understanding that this is the case.

Is this the last of the cuts or are there likely to be more? It is likely that there will be more.

The 3 suggested hubs are – Riverside and Southside in Bath and Radstock or Peasedown.

Keynsham residents cannot be expected to pay for 3 hubs that are not in Keynsham especially with the possibility of no youth service in the Town. Councillor Crouch proposed that one Councillor from each party and the Town Clerk meet with Paula Bromley, Principal Youth Officer from B&NES Council to have a meeting to discuss the situation further. 
There were 12 in favour and 1 abstention.

RESOLVED:

That Councillors T Crouch, R Staddon, G Hellier and the Town Clerk meet with Paula Bromley, Principal Youth Officer from B&NES Council to further discuss cuts to the Youth Service.

QUESTIONS ON NOTICE BY MEMBERS

Question received from Councillor C Fricker:

'The K2 development will have a significant negative effect on life in SW Keynsham in particular and our town in general. Should KTC adopt a more active role in supporting residents, with BANES Councillors and the new KRAK2 Residents Group, in their campaign to stop this development'

The general feeling was that Keynsham Town Council were unable to do this. Comments have already been made in response to the planning application. It was agreed that Councillors could show individual support as some are already doing.
Question received from Councillor A Wait:

Is the Chairman aware that The Handyman shop is closing on Friday 17th September after many years of service to the Town?  If it is the will of this Council, would it be appropriate to write a letter of thanks to them?
A vote was taken as there were mixed views. There were 2 in favour, 5 against and 6 abstentions.

RESOLVED:

That the Town Council would not be writing to The Handyman Shop.
Question received from Councillor A Halliday:
In view of the increasing concerns relating to traffic speeds on some of Keynsham's roads-"Please will the Chairman, through the Council seek Police assistance in training 
volunteers in the use of the speed gun, which I understand is in the Town Council's ownership-and towards which the Council made a substantial contribution to its initial purchase"
It was reported that this was already happening on the Wellsway by the Police. The Town Clerk said that the speed gun was no longer with the Town Council and as far as she was aware it had been given back to the Police. 

It was agreed that the Town Clerk would write to the Police notifying them of all the problem areas mentioned.

CN 1836 & 1843 – Why has O Wright received 2 cheques in 3 days?

One cheque was for 19th – 25th July and the other cheque was for 26th July – 1st August. As Ollie is a casual attendant for the summer only, he asked if he could be paid more frequently than once a month. He received 2 cheques in 3 days due to the convenience of our cheque runs and the office being able to organise the payments.

DD250810 - Why are we having a new lease on the van when we thought we had brought it? 
This is nothing to do with the second hand van we purchased. We used to pay two leases and they were called new van (1) and new van (2), we only pay the one lease now as we are only leasing one van.  If absolutely necessary the word ‘new’ can be dropped however it is still a new van that we are leasing so can’t see that it needs to be changed.
It was agreed that in future any reference to the vans would be shown as green van and white van.

DD260810 – How does this Aviva insurance policy link to the vehicle policies if at all and what does this insurance cost cover?

No this does not include vehicle insurance however it includes everything else.The Town Clerk was asked to give some examples; Cemetery Chapel, Skateboard Park and public liability were given.

BUDGET MONITORING REPORT – MONTH 5 (August 2010) 
The Lib Dems commented that with due respect this was impossible to understand. Does it apply to July or August or both? I am reasonably confident that the Town Clerk’s salary was not £850 and there are various budget codes with no expenditure shown when the statement of accounts shows that expenditure did occur and there is no income shown when the bank reconciliation shows there is.

In view of the lack of time it was suggested this item is carried forward to the next meeting.

The correct budget monitoring print out has now been circulated. This was a computer error and we are not sure what happened and the information on it was totally incorrect. The office copy and the Town Clerks copy was correct it was just the ones that were printed off with the Agenda that wasn’t. 
A discussion about the budget monitoring took place and it was agreed the Town Clerk would look into it and liaise with Councillor Wait and that the July budget monitoring would be made available to him, and brought to the October meeting of the Town Council if he felt this was necessary.
