TIME OUT FUNDING 
Paula Bromley, from Youth Services, B&NES Council, was present to answer questions from Members. Many questions were asked regarding the 3 options for consideration.
· JNC state that 60% is the maximum of face to face work for a Youth Worker and 80% for a Detached Worker. 

· Option 1 was the present situation at Time Out.

· B&NES Council would provide professional support to the Youth Worker free of charge to the Town Council. 

· There would be no detached work in Keynsham from April; however there will be a mobile project instead to the villages and Midsomer Norton but not Keynsham initially. 

· With regards to the Time Out building, the Town Council would say what days they wanted the facility and that would be written into the contract.

· Extra funding from various sources e.g. The Peoples Bank, B&NES Council, and Cadburys could not be taken into consideration at this stage as it was unknown how much and if actually available to the Town Council.
After a lengthy discussion it was proposed and seconded that the Town Council agree to support keeping Time Out open. The vote was 10 in favour with 1 abstention.

RESOLVED:


That the Town Council agree to support keeping Time Out open.
It was then proposed and seconded that option 3 not be considered. The vote in favour was unanimous.

RESOLVED:


That option 3 not be considered.
Paula said she would provide an amended option 2 for consideration which would include a Youth Worker for 20-23 hours that could provide 2 or 3 sessions a week and possibly 2 detached sessions. Option 1 and the revised option 2 be brought to the December meeting of the Town Council for discussion along with two draft budgets reflecting the 2 options. It was agreed that money for a Detached Worker be removed from the budget and put towards funding Time Out.
