Butterflies-VoiceðThe Choir 
Choir performance and premiere of documentary film about this ground-
breaking vocal group. 

Wednesday 1st July, 7.30pm in The Space,  

Market Walk, Keynsham BS31 1SF 

Inspired by the BBC2 Gareth Malone series, this new 
choir has been created by Bristol musician, Charlie 
Groves, working with Keynsham Action Network and 
with Butterflies-Haven. Butterflies-Haven is the 
Keynsham-based supportive agency and network for 
families affected by the autism spectrum. It is led by 
Trish Williams and based in Keynsham, supporting fami-
lies across B&NES and into Bristol and South Glouces-
tershire. 

The Choir first met in November 2014 and their progress 
has been followed by a trio of final year creative media 
students at Bath Spa University. Their short documen-
tary film, The Story of Butterflies-Voice, directed by stu-
dent, Tilly Kerabina, will capture the ups and downs of 
the group and the hopes and fears of some of those 
involved. The film premiere will be at the choir perfor-
mance on 1st July. The choir will sing a programme of 
popular songs together with some entirely original songs 
created by Charlie, Trish Williams and The Choir.

The bins will be designed 
and made by the Wombles 
and they hope to use them 
at events after the Music 
Festival as well. 

Charlie Groves 

An exhibition of the art of Mary Fairclough 

(1913-2000) is being held in the Keynsham 

Library from June 16th to July 11th. 

Now 15 years after her death at the age of 90, 

members of Keynsham Civic Society are hold-

ing a retrospective exhibition at the library to 

celebrate the role Mary played in the town. 

Besides being a talented artist and illustrator, 

Mary Fairclough was a writer, historian, lectur-

er, a founder member of Keynsham and Salt-

ford History Society and Keynsham Civic Soci-

ety and, as those who knew her recall today, ña 

great friend to Keynshamò. 

As a history scholar, Mary specialised in the 

Roman period, but had a passion for conserv-

ing all aspects of her hometownôs past. She put 

together the first list of Keynshamôs important 

buildings, helping to gain them listed status, 

and in the 1970s pushed for the conservation 

area that still protects homes and buildings in 

Dapps Hill and nearby today. 

Besides illustrating books and painting pic-

tures, Mary also used her skill to create 

Cloughstones ï smooth pebbles featuring 

painted figures ï and society members believe 

many may still be in local homes, possibly un-

noticed.

ART IN THE 
LANDSCAPE 

Help Keynsham In Bloom to yarn 
bomb the railings of the road bridge 
into town with bright knitted flowers.  
See below for the flower knitting  
pattern: 
Large Flower                                                    
Arrange petals as desired and sew into 
place. 
Cast on 12 stitches 
Row 1. Slip 1, knit 11 
Row 2. Slip 1, purl 11 
Row 3. Slip 1, *k1, yo (yarn over), repeat 
from* to last st , knit 1, 
Row 4. Slip 1, purl to end 
Continue in stocking stitch (slipping the 
first st of every row) for 14 more rows. 
Row 19. knit 2 tog twice, knit to last 4sts, 
knit 2 tog twice 
Row 20.purl 
Repeat row 19 & 20 3times more. 
Row 27. knit 2 tog 3 times.  
Row 28. Purl 
Row 29. knit 3 together  
fasten off.

As the Keynsham Arts Consortium 
comes to the end of its first financial year 
of operating Arts events in The Space the 
figures look good.   
KAC has exceeded its targets, so far, to 
promote at least two events per month ï 
thanks particularly to Film Works monthly 
screenings ï and all events have been 
financially secure. 
There are teething niggles with the venue 
in a multitude of areas but audiences 
have been good and positive comments 
by far outweigh negative comments. The 
bar works well though the queues are 
sometimes very long, and it is thanks to 
Bath Bakery that we have been able to 
sell tickets in the Library ï B&NES so far 
refuses to allow tickets to be sold by the 
Library or the other staff in the building, 
which is a bizarre and puzzling situation. 
Likewise provision for performances is 
lacking too, particularly with no facility for 
lighting in The Space. Everything has to 
be brought in.  It is to be hoped that the 
success of performances so far will has-
ten thought about enhancing the auditori-
um. 
Meanwhile Keynsham has had its first 
professional shows, and others are to 
follow, The Bath Festival has returned to 
Keynsham and Keynsham has a working 
venue for performance that is both com-
fortable and new. 
The next big show to look forward to is 
the Live Wire Theatre Company with a 
show called Johnny Wilkinsonôs Left Boot 
in conjunction with the Arts Council and 
the Rugby World Cup in the autumn: 
Thursday Oct 15th. 
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
