MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES NOT COVERED ELSEWHERE ON
AGENDA
Tony asked about the 7 parking spaces behind the British Legion, by the new Tesco store which has bollards in front of them, who had put them up? Property Services to be contacted regarding this.

Litter – this is still a problem at Manor Road especially with plastic bottles. It was felt that it may get worse as soon as the schools break up for the summer. It was mentioned that there was a PACT meeting tonight so it will probably be reported at that meeting. 
It was still noisy in Temple Street during the evenings and late at night. Roy said he would monitor this and report to the police and/or licensing if it was felt necessary.

RE DEVELOPMENT OF TOWN CENTRE

Rachel read out a report from Andy Nash (B&NES):
A review was being undertaken on the best way to proceed (i.e. the project remains the same but the procurement route may be different). Colleagues in Development & Major Projects were finalising a paper which will be considered on 22nd July and the procurement routes was expected to be settled at that time. That decision will allow work to resume fully on the project and for a project programme to be re-drawn.

In the meantime work had continued on many elements of the project which will have to be done regardless of the route taken. B&NES Councils commitment to the project has not diminished whilst the review is taking place.

Councillor Gerrish advised that a stage had been omitted in the report as this would have to go to the Cabinet for either an informal or formal decision. Rachel and Councillor Gerrish will look into this and follow up. 
It was reported that the scaffolding around the Town Hall was due to a water leak.

B&NES STRONGER COMMUNITIES MANAGER – report previously circulated
2.6 – The sentence ’This new space is locked at 6.00pm’ should read ‘This new space should be locked at 6.00pm’. It was mentioned that the consultation on proposed changes to parking and related fees and charges 2010/11 would be going to the Council’s Overview & Scrutiny Panel on 22nd July. Issues would be considered and recommendations made prior to a decision being made on the final charges to be implemented. The Town Council had passed on their comments.
It was suggested that Deeley Freed be contacted to find out if they knew what Tesco’s plans were regarding the parking. Jo to contact Deeley Freed.

Peter passed on a complimentary email from a trader regarding the flowers that had been displayed in the clock tower area and how they brightened up the High Street.

The amount of empty shops was reducing.

John Paget was continuing with the build in Temple Street, across from the Town Council office, even though the restaurant (Bottlinos) had pulled out of that particular site. 

The article regarding claims of anthrax on land around Conygre Farm, Keynsham in the ‘Week In’ was discussed. B&NES Council were taking the claims very seriously and it was felt by them that Taylor Wimpey had not done enough to exclude the possibility of a contamination risk. It needed to be investigated and if none is found on the site then they would need to say where it was.
