1. Welcome and Apologies

Apologies were received from Patricia Webb. A letter has been received from Sue Watkins resigning from the group due to other commitments.

Peter gave an update on the anaysis regarding the time frame. He explained that if an outside body has taken on the analysis then it would have cost in the region of £5-6K. The time it takes to input one questionnaire is around 30 minutes so for 1000 questionnaires that equates to 500 hours. The analysis is nearly complete with only 50/60 left to input. It is expected that this will take a further 2 weeks to compete.

The return was 15% which was an excellent response as only 7-8% was expected.
