1. Welcome and Apologies

Apologies were received from Councillor R Staddon.

It was agreed to deal with item 3 on the agenda next. 
2. Review of sub group summaries

The summaries were gone through in detail and minor changes were made. It was proposed that each sub group tweaked their summaries to include these agreed changes. It was also agreed to adopt the same format/style and that was to be the style of the ‘Police and Community’ summary written by Jez and Ken.  Consideration should be given to small percentages as well as large percentages to include in the summaries.
Jez offered to put the results into a publication with graphics. The design element would be left to him.

Dan and Mark had not done a summary on ‘Education and Learning’ - Peter to remind them to do so.
3. Review of the analysis stage

Everyone agreed that individuals independent of the steering group should do a review of the questionnaires results as it was important to be watertight and transparent. Other Councils had completed reviews on their Town Plan questionnaires. After much discussion it was agreed that an officer of the Town Council and an officer of B&NES Council would do the check. An internal check would be the only check done unless there appeared to be a significant difference then there would be an external check undertaken.

It was agreed that the check would be 10% of the questionnaires and then 10% of random questions within the questionnaire. Jo informed the group that due to staff holidays the check would not be able to take place until September. Tony would provide Jo with the questionnaires by the end of August at the latest.
