1. Welcome and Apologies

Apologies were received from Elaine Giles (KTC), Kelly Heaton, Alastair Singleton and Councillor Adrian Inker 

2. Additional Questions 

Peter thanked Jez, Kelly and Dan for all their work on the Young Peoples Section (14). Jez explained how the questions had been derived. A discussion took place about how many boxes to provide (an odd or even number which either allows or discourages a neutral answer) and there appears to be difference of opinion. Information received from Jon Poole’s team at B&NES Council reported that it depended on the type of question being asked. It was agreed to go back to Jon Poole to get a definitive answer once they had all the questions in front of them. 
Tony was thanked for the work he had done on the questionnaire. The questions were then gone through in detail with amendments and changes being made and agreed upon unanimously. 
Dan Crouch to find out if it would be legal for under age people to sign the questionnaire.

After a lengthy discussion the following was agreed unanimously:

· The running title would be “Keynsham Have Your Say”.
· Every household and business in Keynsham would get a questionnaire.

· To add to the questionnaire that if anyone needed help completing the form they should contact the Keynsham Town Council office for assistance.

· To have a blank page at the back for additional comments

· Organise an extensive advertising campaign to include banners. (Jez offered assistance with the design of advertising material).
Peter mentioned a website www.parishplanning.co.uk that was very useful and provided some excellent information and guidance, it was suggested that everyone have a look at it.

3. Discussion on the next  stage

Once the questionnaire was tidied up with the amendments and changes it would then be passed to Jon Poole. It was agreed that the information/comments that come back from Jon be dealt with via email rather than organise another meeting.
Once the questionnaire was complete it would be tested on just a few people first.
